As mentioned in previous newsletters there is a strong focus on
student attendance across all NSW Public Schools to ensure that all
children are given the best possible chance to learn and flourish. Last
week we received our Semester 2, 2022 attendance report compiled
by the Home School Liaison Officer. We are very pleased to share that
our overall attendance rate was 88.9% which was an increase of
1.2%, nearly 5% higher than the State average. The number of
students with attendance rates at, or above, 90% increased by 6.3%
which is almost 15% higher than the State. So that we can best
support families with attendance matters please make sure you have
responded to a recent email asking parents to create an account in
SchoolBytes, our new communication platform for the Administration
side of school life.
